II. Guideline for Homeschooling
A. Graduation Requirements
1. Must have a minimum of 28 credits.
2. Must pass an administered graduation examination.
3. Must pass each course with 70 or higher to receive credit for the course.
4. Must perform a minimum of 40 community service hours in total to be allowed to graduate.
B. Community Service
1. Students may earn hours throughout the year, including the summer months.
2. Students may choose their own community service projects, but they must get the administrator’s approval of the 	before starting.
3. Project documentation forms must be completed to receive credit for service hours.
4. Students may receive a minimum of six hours per school year for community service when participating in day-long 		church ministry activities, with the approval of the administrator.
C. At-Home Student Program
1. Students enrolled in the at-home program must submit work for grading every two weeks. No exceptions to this rule, 	unless otherwise waived in writing by the administrator.
2. Assignments may be submitted in person, through postal mail, or by email.
3. Students who miss a third submission deadline will be removed from the at-home program and given the opportunity 	to finish courses on campus. If they choose not to continue on campus, then they will be administratively withdrawn 	from New Life Academy.
4. For students who are withdrawn, the administrator will send an official notice to the parent or guardian by postal mail, 	email, or both.
III. Financial Guidelines
A. When any payment is returned due to insufficient funds, the account will be assessed $40.00. If a payment is returned a 	second time, will be required to make payments in cash, CashApp, or PayPal.
B. Payments must be made no later than the 20th of each month, unless otherwise changed by the administrator.
C. Late payments will be assessed an 8% late charge per month that the payment is late.

By signing below, you agree to:
1. You agree to pay all due tuition payments on, before, or by the 20th of each 	month.
2. Pay your financial obligations to the school on the due date and understand 	that it may be necessary to withdraw your student if proper arrangements are 	not made for any past due financial accounts.
3. You understand that any checks applied to the financial account that are 	returned as insufficient funds will incur a $40.00 fee. Furthermore, you agree 	and understand that should a second check be returned, you will acquire another 	fee along with being required to make all future payments in cash, by PayPal or 	CashApp.
4. You understand that if you miss a tuition payment, the school will send you a 	notification. However, should no payment be received within fifteen (15) days 	of the notification date, the student will be placed on academic hold. This 	means the student will not be able to receive grade reports or participate in 	any school activities outside of the classroom until the financial account is 	brought current.
5. You understand that any tuition payments that are late will incur an eight 	percent (8%) late charge fee per month the payment is late.
